The water services industry employs nearly 40,000 people across approximately 800 firms nationwide. Contributing $9.3 billion in gross value annually—equivalent to 0.4% of GDP—the sector, though modest in size, plays a vital role in the sustainable operation of communities and infrastructure. Its scope includes water supply, and sewerage and drainage services. Skills development in the sector is supported by the NWP National Water Training Package, which offers qualifications aligned to the technical and regulatory requirements of key water services occupations.
It should be noted that this sector reflects a tailored grouping of industry classes assigned to BuildSkills Australia by the Australian Government under the Jobs and Skills Council program. While based on the ABS’s ANZSIC classification scheme, this grouping differs from standard official definitions. As a result, the definitions and data presented here may not fully align with figures reported elsewhere.

Training packages specify the knowledge and skills required by individuals to perform effectively in the workplace, known as ‘competencies’ and expressed in units of competency. Training packages also detail how units of competency can be packaged into nationally recognised skill sets and qualifications that align with the AQF.
Training packages prescribe assessment requirements, but they do not prescribe how an individual should be trained.
The Training Package Organising Framework (TPOF) ensures that qualifications, units of competency and assessment requirements are developed to an agreed quality standard and are responsive to industry’s existing and future demand for new skills.  The TPOF comprises:
· Standards for Training Packages ('the Standards’) – setting the overarching design and development requirements of training products for endorsement by Skills Ministers.
· Training Package Products Policy (TPPP) – outlining the design rules that must be adhered to when developing or modifying a training product.
· Training Package Products Development and Endorsement Process Policy (TPPDEPP) – outlining the process for developing and seeking the endorsement of training products.
These rules ensure Jobs and Skills Councils produce high quality training products that:
· ensure the needs of learners, industry, trainers and assessors, training providers and regulators are met
· Are anchored in good design, focussing on simplicity, consistency, longevity, flexibility, and accessibility
· Support quality delivery and assessment through flexible content 
· Align with related policy including the Australian Qualifications Framework (AQF) and Standards for RTOs—to deliver timely, industry-relevant and future-orientated skills, knowledge and capabilities that empower each graduate’s application of their training, and boost employability outcomes

This Training Package incorporates specific pathways from entry level to management levels within the water industry. The qualifications and Units of Competency are designed to reflect industry needs whilst supporting enterprises and employees to have the skills and knowledge required to competently perform their roles. It addresses multiple sectors within the water industry that have been identified. 
Within the NWP National Water Training Package, reviews of the qualifications and Units of Competency will incorporate technological innovation being employed in the water industry. 
These will have far-reaching effects, changing the way water is delivered to highly urbanised regions, commercial zones and rural locations.
The use of advanced autonomous systems and modelling, including Geographic-Information Systems (GIS) and machine learning, have had a positive effect on the water industry. These technologies have enabled water supply, metering, treatment and infrastructure maintenance companies with methods to improve their operations. These include detecting leaks in network supply pipes, defective sewer systems, sewer choke points, automating wastewater treatment processing, and processing remote water treatment aided by solar power and battery packs. By utilising automated processes, water companies can identify areas of required preventative maintenance. 
The onset of automation in water operations and delivery is anticipated to have a significant impact on the industry and the skill requirements of the workforce. Retraining and up-skilling will be needed to ensure the workforce can have access to the skills required to keep pace with new technologies and improve water utility efficiency.
Remote monitoring of water assets, condition assessments and efficiency checks are becoming commonplace in the industry. Drones and remote surveying devices are changing the way waterways and water assets are monitored and managed. Their use in the industry is highly effective in providing accurate location-based repair sites and areas of interest, substantially reducing work health and safety (WHS) concerns related to the risk posed by manual inspections of elevated and high-risk assets. These new systems and remote operations require highly specialised skills to monitor, diagnose and interpret large volumes of data to determine faults and identify areas for investigation. 
With the rise of the internet, the ever-increasingly miniaturised sensors and internet connected devices, will greatly alter the way water is managed. As this technology becomes embedded in the water industry, emphasis will be placed on automatic metering, data management, network transmission and higher-resolution data points. This will enable increased accuracy of water asset management and industry operations. Catchment management solutions are requiring new approaches to manage water supply effectively and accurately. Increasingly, workers are required to interact with new technological devices and operating systems. Data capture and remote system operations via tablets and smart phones is increasing at water treatment plants and in the field when assessing network issues. On this basis, digital literacy will be important for the water industry as they seek appropriately trained staff to work with new technologies. These technological changes will increase the demand for specialist skills, including:
· digital literacy in the workplace
· data analysis and data literacy
· network security
· higher-order skills incorporating creative, critical thinking and problem solving
· interpersonal communication skills.
The industry will need to be able to adapt, and provide support to the existing workforce, by upskilling and retraining, to maximise productivity.
The ever-increasingly large volume of data being captured by sensors and subject to analysis is further transforming the management of water assets and supply in Australia. Examples include the collection of data from pumping stations (including energy use), water treatment plants, sewage plants and reservoirs to manage operations remotely. This information is also highly valuable for research and planning. Analysing real-time demand will provide opportunities to increase performance and will aid efficiencies by diagnosing and reducing faults and waste/leakage along the network. The use of Big Data will enable the advanced systems to assist with real-time operations, decision-making, and provide improved customer service relationships, providing accurate water usage statistics over time to customers. It will also be used to optimise the urban and rural water services, settings and safety management systems.
The ongoing development of new water infrastructure, maintenance and upkeep has implications for the workforce. Companies are seeking appropriately skilled labour and management skills for these projects. Water security and the implementation of new approaches, such as Integrated Urban Water Management (IUWM) and Water Sensitive Urban Design (WSUD), are also areas of interest to provide reliability to supply and manage water assets in high-density urbanised areas.
With increasing demand for water, the industry is investigating new means to supply water from alternative sources. Water supply from alternative sources include recycled water, seawater desalination, stormwater harvesting, greywater, wastewater systems and utilising geothermal water for agriculture. Regulatory frameworks have been developed to ensure these treatment methods meet the safety requirements of drinking water quality. However, not every state and territory have a consistent approach to validate the technologies employed. Developing unified approaches to these standards will enable a skilled workforce that is able to deliver services in states and territories, irrespective of the location of training.
The industry acknowledges the critical impact of climate change and drought and is revising water demand models, focussing on assets and solution-based strategies to mitigate these issues. An industry-led focus on the planning, development and forecasting of skills to ensure the stable and reliable supply of water across Australia to meet the demands and challenges anticipated in the future. This will help ensure the skill needs of the workforce are meeting the demands and challenges anticipated in the future.
Water companies may need to look at how they promote careers in the industry, particularly in entry-level roles, where there is a high turnover. Making the industry an attractive and rewarding place to work is needed, to further secure the viability of the industry.
The digitalisation of operations to improve services delivered corresponds with a need to increase the digital skills available in the workplace. The incorporation of drone technology, system operations, smart meters and other digital innovations has altered the methods used to oversee water assets; thereby having an impact on risk management policies. As these technologies continue to thrive in the industry, it will be necessary to prepare the workforce accordingly.

Federal and state/territory governments have increased the regulation and reporting requirements for water utilities. These changes ensure the delivery of reliable water to the public while minimising the effects on the surrounding environment. 
There are currently water industry operator certification requirements that utilise the NWP National Water Training Package. This is currently administered by Water Industry Operators Association (WIOA).
The requirements for certification vary from state to state and the specific role of the individual at treatment plants.  
Regulatory harmonisation across states/territories should be worked towards, ensuring the safe handling of water resources in a consistent approach nation-wide. 
Licensing/regulatory authorities across Australia have actively participated in the development of this Training Package. This Training Package contains a number of Units of Competency packaged in various Skill Sets and qualifications aligning to operator certification requirements. Operator certification requirements vary between states and territories and may change from time to time.
Each Unit of Competency, Skill Set or qualification in this Training Package identifies where regulation and/or licensing apply by using an appropriate statement such as:
· No licensing, legislative or certification requirements apply to this qualification at the time of publication.

Good vocational education and training, and assessment include making adjustments to meet the learning and assessment needs of individuals. An open mind, common sense and tailoring training and assessment to individual circumstances should ensure individuals achieve the standards employers and RTOs expect. 
Adjustments can be made to assist learners to access and participate in vocational education and training. Adjustments are reasonable if they achieve this purpose and take into account factors such as the nature of the learner’s ability and disability, the views of the learner, the potential effect of the adjustment on the learner and others, and the costs and benefits of making the adjustment.
Reasonable adjustments need only be that – reasonable. It is about identifying what adjustments might reasonably be made and how they may be put into place.
Assessment processes and techniques should be modified for distance-based learners, be culturally appropriate and suitable to the communication skill level, language, literacy and numeracy capacity of the candidate and the work being performed.
An individual’s access to the assessment process should not be adversely affected by restrictions placed on the location or context of assessment.
Assessment processes and techniques must be appropriate to the language, literacy and numeracy requirements of the work being performed and the needs of the candidate.
