Qualification Description
This is a qualification for utility locators.
This qualification focuses on utility locating and allows individuals who are working in the industry to develop skills and knowledge in order to fulfil utility locating service roles.  Utility locating service roles involve using specialised equipment to locate, mark and protect underground assets such as pipes and cables. These roles include using technology such as ground penetrating radar (GPR) and electromagnetic field (EMF) detectors, interpreting utility plans; and marking locate sites. This entails performing tasks with a broad range of skilled applications applied in a wide variety of contexts. It may also include the application of some discretion and judgement in selecting equipment to locate utility services.  
The construction industry strongly affirms that training and assessment leading to recognition of skills must be undertaken in an actual workplace or very closely simulated workplace environment, and this qualification requires all units of competency to be delivered in this context.
Licensing, legislative and certification requirements that apply to this qualification can vary between states, territories and utility operators. Users must check requirements with relevant body before applying this qualification.
