About the Built Environment Sector 
The construction sector underpins the delivery of Australia’s built environment, spanning both building and civil construction activities. This sector employs over 1.4 million people across nearly 500,000 firms, making it one of the largest contributors to national output. The sector adds more than $190 billion in gross value annually, equivalent to 7.4% of GDP. Training is delivered through the CPC and RII Training Packages, which supports a broad spectrum of skilled occupations across building and civil construction.
It should be noted that this sector reflects a tailored grouping of industry classes assigned to BuildSkills Australia by the Australian Government under the Jobs and Skills Council program. While based on the ABS’s ANZSIC classification scheme, this grouping differs from standard official definitions. As a result, the definitions and data presented here may not fully align with figures reported elsewhere.

[bookmark: _Toc198015200]Purpose of this Guide  
This Guide supports the CPC Construction, Plumbing and Services Training Package. It provides information about the structure and contents of the training package, including pathways and training product mapping.  In addition, it provides implementation guidance including regulation and licensing implications, work and training requirements, and applicable health and safety information, to assist trainers, assessors, Registered Training Organisations (RTOs) and others.  
[bookmark: _Toc198015201]About Training Packages 
Training packages specify the knowledge and skills required by individuals to perform effectively in the workplace, known as ‘competencies’ and expressed in units of competency. Training packages also detail how units of competency can be packaged into nationally recognised skill sets and qualifications that align with the AQF.
Training packages prescribe assessment requirements, but they do not prescribe how an individual should be trained.

The Training Package Organising Framework (TPOF) ensures that qualifications, units of competency and assessment requirements are developed to an agreed quality standard and are responsive to industry’s existing and future demand for new skills.  The TPOF comprises:
· Standards for Training Packages ('the Standards’) – setting the overarching design and development requirements of training products for endorsement by Skills Ministers.
· Training Package Products Policy (TPPP) – outlining the design rules that must be adhered to when developing or modifying a training product.
· Training Package Products Development and Endorsement Process Policy (TPPDEPP) – outlining the process for developing and seeking the endorsement of training products.
These rules ensure Jobs and Skills Councils produce high quality training products that:
· ensure the needs of learners, industry, trainers and assessors, training providers and regulators are met
· Are anchored in good design, focussing on simplicity, consistency, longevity, flexibility, and accessibility
· Support quality delivery and assessment through flexible content 
· Align with related policy including the Australian Qualifications Framework (AQF) and Standards for RTOs—to deliver timely, industry-relevant and future-orientated skills, knowledge and capabilities that empower each graduate’s application of their training, and boost employability outcomes

[bookmark: _Toc198015211]Key work and training requirements in the industry  
All Training Package components listed in this Guide have been developed to meet the Australian Government’s Standards for Training Packages.  
Additionally, all Training Package components listed are reviewed and developed in consultation with industry, RTOs, regulators and State and Territory Training Authorities (STAs). This ensures that the training requirements for the industry are met and align with licensing and regulatory needs of each jurisdiction. 
Simulated workplace environments 
The construction, plumbing and services industry strongly encourages practical training of skills and knowledge in the workplace and supports on-the-job and or on-site training delivery or assessment, where appropriate. It is noted that training and assessment in the workplace is not always required or possible.  
 
The Assessment Conditions section of the Assessment Requirements states whether assessment must take place in a real workplace or whether a simulated environment can be used. 
 
Simulated workplace environments replicate real workplaces in which training RTOs can train and assess the competency of candidates. This means that where units of competency state they can be assessed in a simulated workplace environment, realistic workplace conditions and standards (such as completion of activities within workplace timeframes, and/or over a specific period of time), materials, activities, responsibilities (including interactions with other people), time and productivity pressures, procedures, safety requirements, and environmental considerations must be replicated while training and assessing candidates. To ensure relevance to real workplaces it is important to ensure the development and use of simulated environments is informed by consultation with industry stakeholders. Further information is available; 
Clauses 1.1 to 1.4 and 2.2—Implementing, monitoring and evaluating training and assessment strategies and practices | Australian Skills Quality Authority (ASQA)
 
Where required, the simulated work environment should involve a range of guided activities that reflect real work experiences. Where simulation is identified in the assessment conditions of a unit of competency it must be realistic and fully replicate the sector work environment. 
 
Simulated workplace environments must meet industry requirements detailed in the units of competency and assessment requirements. 
 
Simulated assessment should:  
 
· provide access to all the equipment and resources that would normally be used in the workplace for the task being assessed, for example; on-site induction, onsite inspection documents or rectification documentation 
· reflect the type of conditions usually found in the workplace – including interactions with others, responsibilities and interruptions that would typically occur  
· present realistic scenarios and problems 
· require the learner to demonstrate their skills under time constraints and irregularities that would normally apply in the workplace.  
 
Candidates should perform the required skills as a component of multiple tasks, within a multi-disciplinary team and with interruptions, varying operational environments/conditions and unanticipated problems, where described.  
  
Possible simulation strategies  
 
The following represent current working examples of simulated training and assessment being undertaken by training providers: 
 
· Site office simulator that is set up to mirror the typical administration activities and interactions with various site staff. 
· The use of exemplars of real site documentation, drawings, specifications and quality systems. These are linked to photos, videos of the actual site as it progresses to completion. 
· Use of these real site exemplars can also be used in preparation for a site visit for on-the-job training and/or assessment and assist the student to quickly adapt to the live environment. 
· Pairing of site-based students with externally-based students provides both parties with opportunities to learn and share in a simulated/live work environment and breaks down barriers. 
· Setting up a ‘pop up’ campus of the RTO on a live construction site so that students can easily transition between simulation and on-the-job training and assessment.  
Live building and construction workplace 

A live building and construction workplace would have all the following characteristics: 
· a project that falls within the scope of the National Code of Construction (NCC) classifications specified in the qualification/competency 
· documentation specific to that project, including: 
· site safety plan 
· contract 
· project plan 
· gantt chart 
· quality plan 
· environmental plan 
· full project drawings 
· project specifications 
· project budget 
· site administration documentation such as registers, defect reports, 
	diaries, variations etc. 
 
· a designated licenced builder 
· subcontractor engagement at least in the licenced areas of plumbing and electrical   
· a project site restricted by appropriate safety fencing and signage; and admittance would be after formal induction only 
· subject to local authority or other relevant body for inspection. 
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Regulatory, licensing and legislative requirements are outlined in the Qualification Description of each qualification and in the Application of each unit of competency.  
Where there are no regulatory, licensing and legislative requirements applicable to a unit of competency the following is included in the Application: 
No licensing, legislative or certification requirements apply to this unit at the time of publication. 
Licensing, legislative, regulatory or certification requirements in the construction and plumbing industries differ between states and territories. Users are advised to consult with the relevant regulatory authorities. 
RTOs are responsible for ensuring that delivery and assessment incorporates the appropriate regulatory, licensing and legislative requirements. 
 
CPCWHS1001 Prepare to work safely in the construction industry 
Completion of the general construction induction training program, specified in the Safe Work Australia model Code of Practice: Construction Work, is required by anyone carrying out construction work. Achievement of CPCWHS1001 Prepare to work safely in the construction industry meets this requirement. 
Learner verification: online training and assessment  
CPCWHS1001 Prepare to work safely in the construction industry does not preclude online delivery although, it should be noted, that the industry recommendation for the minimum time in terms of training and assessment is six hours. 
Where an online delivery approach is used by RTOs it is recommended that significant efforts be made to ensure the identity of the learner throughout the process. The industry advises that an appropriate level of identity verification is referenced in the National Identity Proofing Guidelines, specifically the ‘gold standard’ level of assurance 4 (very high).

Information on key features of the Training Package and the industry that will impact on the selection of training pathways 
To meet the demands of industry and the requirements of VET stakeholders, Training Packages and their qualifications, units of competency and assessment requirements are subject to change, including continuous improvement processes.

Construction, Plumbing and Services Training Package. Further releases of this Training Package will occur as more qualifications, skill sets and units of competency are transitioned into the CPC Construction, Plumbing and Services Training Package from the CPC08 Construction, Plumbing and Services Training Package. 
Maintaining currency in the CPC Construction, Plumbing and Services Training Package 
For trainers to deliver training and assessors to assess candidate performance against units of competency from the CPC Construction, Plumbing and Services Training Package, they will need to maintain currency in terms of their knowledge, skills, industry experience and licensing, legislative or certification requirements.  
It is strongly recommended that, to maintain their vocational currency, trainers and assessors should have undertaken work experience or professional development related to the industry sector for the respective qualification within two years prior to their involvement in delivery and/or assessment.  
Assessment conditions 
Where assessment is conducted in an actual worksite, safety and workplace induction requirements for RTO staff and learners will apply. In these situations, RTOs must ensure that any requirements are met to access and operate on the worksite. This may include the safe handling and operation of plant, equipment and materials.  
Implementation advice on Silica 
The expectation when delivering training and assessment for competencies in silica safety is that training providers avoid any hazardous materials. 
Dust and Slurry 
The expectation when delivering training and assessment for competencies in silica safety is that training providers refer to SafeWork Australia’s [model code of practice managing the risks of respirable crystalline silica] - Crystalline silica and silicosis | Safe Work Australia
CPCWHS1001 Prepare to work safely in the construction industry
Knowledge Guidance: Contextual Delivery Information
Online Delivery and Duration
CPCWHS1001 Prepare to work safely in the construction industry does not preclude online delivery although, it should be noted, that the industry recommendation for the minimum time in terms of training and assessment is six hours.
Digital resources are utilised in physical and online delivery settings. Digital delivery can be accessible, consistent and support different learning styles. It is also flexible for reasonable adjustments to support learners, such as the addition of supplementary learning resources as required (e.g. audio recordings, transcripts, bi-lingual formats). RTOs may be required to provide technical support to diverse learners to access digitally delivered training, including learners with language, literacy and numeracy and digital literacy disadvantages. RTOs should have existing policies and processes for identifying and assisting learners with language, literacy and numeracy requirements.
Assessment conditions: Equipment and Access
The following must be present and available to learners during assessment activities:
· equipment:
· all of the personal protective equipment (PPE) listed in the performance evidence
· specifications:
· state or territory Act relevant to the location of the learner, as specified in the range of conditions.
The Performance Evidence for this unit includes the requirement that a person must 
also demonstrate correctly fitting to themselves the PPE listed below:

All PPE must be compliant to standard. Where a national or local shortage of appropriate PPE exists, learners may request deferred assessment of Performance Evidence.

The assessment of demonstration in the Performance Evidence must be done by direct observation of the learner by an assessor, either by an assessor observing the learner physically and/or by an assessor observing the learner via audio and visual media in real time.
Real time means at the actual time during which a process or event occurs.
Assessment Methods
The unit specifies the Performance Evidence and Knowledge Evidence required. However, approaches to assessment and standardised assessment methods are not described.

Standardised assessment strategies and methods, such as checklists and assessment conditions, must be applicable to physical and digital delivery environments. Unless assessment methods such as oral explanation and demonstration/direct observation of performance by the assessor are stipulated in the Assessment Conditions of the unit of competency, RTOs should develop assessment methods for gathering required evidence as part of their training and assessment strategy relevant to their circumstances.
Learning Strategies Guidance

Where entry requirements exist for a qualification, they are specified in the qualification immediately after the Qualification Description.

There are currently no credit arrangements between qualifications in the CPC Construction, Plumbing and Services Training Package and higher education qualifications.

The CPC60121 Advanced Diploma of Building Surveying and the building surveying skill set – CPCSS00005 Provide Building Surveying Services for Residential Buildings up to Three Storeys Skill Set – provide a pathway to new entrants seeking a career as building surveyors.  
The building surveying qualification and skill set also provide a pathway for experienced construction workers looking for a career change and wanting to expand their knowledge of building surveying. 
Fire system design 
CPC50520 Diploma of Fire Systems Design provides a defined pathway for new entrants seeking a career in fire systems design.  
The qualification is also suitable for existing workers within allied areas, such as tradespeople and computer-aided design (CAD) operators, who want to further build and deepen their skills and move into fire systems design.  
No apprenticeship pathways are declared for this qualification. 
Building and construction 
No apprenticeship pathways are declared for these qualifications, however, the five qualifications have been redesigned and streamed to minimise duplication and strengthen pathway options, within and from, building and construction occupations, such as the construction pathways or carpentry and joinery qualifications.  
These qualifications do not have any entry requirements, enabling multiple entry and exit points across the suite of qualifications. Units of competency that address underpinning skills and knowledge have been included as core units to enable movement between sectors.

[bookmark: _Toc198015217]Access and equity considerations 
An individual’s access to the assessment process must be bias-free and should not be adversely affected by restrictions placed on the location or context of assessment beyond the requirements specified in the CPC Construction, Plumbing and Services Training Package.  
Training Packages must reflect and cater for the increasing diversity of Australia’s VET clients and Australia’s current and future workforce. The flexibility offered by Training Packages should enhance opportunities and potential outcomes for all people so that we can all benefit from a wider national skills base and a shared contribution to Australia’s economic development, and social and cultural life. 
Reasonable adjustment 
It is important that RTOs take meaningful, transparent and reasonable steps to consult on, consider and implement reasonable adjustments for disadvantaged learners. 
Under the Disability Standards for Education 2005, education providers must make reasonable adjustments for people with a disability to the maximum extent that those adjustments do not cause that provider unjustifiable hardship. While ‘reasonable adjustment’ and ‘unjustifiable hardship’ are different concepts and involve different considerations, they both seek to strike a balance between the interests of education providers and the interests of people with and without a disability.  
An adjustment is any measure or action that a learner requires because of their disability and which has the effect of assisting the learner to access and participate in education and training on the same basis as those without a disability. An adjustment is reasonable if it achieves this purpose while considering factors such as the nature of the learner’s disability, the views of the learner, the potential effect of the adjustment on the learner and others who might be affected, and the costs and benefits of making the adjustment.  
An education provider is also entitled to maintain the academic integrity of a course or program and to consider the requirements or components that are inherent or essential to its nature when assessing whether an adjustment is reasonable.

Foundation skills

Where required, health and safety elements have been addressed in the qualification and units of competency of the CPC Construction, Plumbing and Services Training Package.  
Health and safety advice on Respirable Crystalline Silica (RCS) 
Managing the risk of exposure to respirable crystalline silica (RCS) during training and assessment activities.  
 
Crystalline silica (silica) is found in sand, stone, concrete, mortar and grout. It is used to make a variety of products including composite stone used to fabricate kitchen and bathroom benchtops, bricks, tiles, and pavers. When workers cut, crush, drill, polish, saw or grind products that contain silica, dust particles are generated that are small enough to lodge deep in the lungs which can cause illness or disease including silicosis. 
 
Registered Training Organisations (RTOs) have an obligation as a 'person conducting a business or undertaking' (PCBU), under the Model WHS laws | Safe Work Australia to ensure the health and safety of workers, and other persons in the workplace. The model WHS laws include apprentices and trainees within the definition of workers. This duty includes when undertaking training and assessment activities involving the handling and clean-up of crystalline silica dust.  
 
The model WHS laws require the person to manage risks by eliminating health and safety risks so far as reasonably practicable, and if it is not reasonably practicable to eliminate the risks, by minimising those risks so far as is reasonably practicable.  
These duties are explained in Safe Work Australia’s  Crystalline silica and silicosis - Identifying the hazard of respirable crystalline silica and controlling the risks | Safe Work Australia
 
The model WHS laws which are in operation in all states and territories except Victoria.

In jurisdictions where the model WHS laws have been implemented, each state and territory has made variations to ensure the laws operate effectively in their jurisdiction. Therefore, it is important you are familiar with the WHS laws that apply in the state or territory in which that training and assessment is being delivered. 
Safe Work Australia has published guidance on the identification of the hazard of crystalline silica dust, choosing and implementing control measures (including eliminating the risks from RCS, material substitution and the correct use Personal Protective Equipment) and a workplace exposure standard for crystalline silica on its website.   
The Safe Work Australia website has other available resources including:

Guidance on how training and assessment is to be undertaken (consistent with the assessment conditions within the units of competency) in a manner that is without risks to health and safety so far as is reasonably practicable. 
Wherever possible, training and assessment should be undertaken in a simulated environment using a less hazardous substitute product to eliminate the risks of RCS as far as is reasonably practicable, or if elimination is not possible, to minimise the risks as far as is reasonably practicable. Substitution can be an effective way of managing the risk of exposure to silica. For example, RTOs can use products that do not contain crystalline silica (e.g., wood or laminate, garnet and granulated plastic).  
Silica is one of the most abundant minerals found in the earth’s crust and is used in many products across a variety of industries and workplaces. Crystalline silica is most dangerous to health when dust is generated, becomes airborne and is then inhaled. 
Examples of work activities that can generate RCS include: 
· using power tools to cut, grind or polish natural and engineered stone countertops 
· excavation, earth moving and drilling plant operations 
· clay and stone processing machine operations 
· paving and surfacing 
· mining, quarrying, mineral ore treating processes
· mechanical screening 
· road construction and tunnelling 
· construction labouring and demolition 
· brick, concrete or stone cutting; especially using dry methods 
· abrasive blasting (blasting agent must not contain greater than 1 per cent of crystalline silica) 
· foundry casting 
· angle grinding, jack hammering and chiselling of concrete or masonry 
· hydraulic fracturing of gas and oil wells
· pottery making 
· crushing, loading, hauling and dumping of rock, and 
· clean-up activities such as sweeping.

If this is not reasonably practicable, RTOs can: 
· substitute the product with one that contains less crystalline silica 
· isolate dust generation work processes (e.g., isolation booth) 
· implement engineering controls such as using a ventilation system that suits the training and assessment site and the tasks being carried out, on tool dust extraction, and/or water suppression 
· consider, where reasonably practicable, conducting activities/tasks in the outdoors as this will further assist in minimising any exposure 
· implement administrative controls such as wetting floors and surfaces to supress dust before it is released into the air while avoiding slip hazards, electrical hazards, water mist hazards and recycled water hazard, and  
· providing respiratory protective equipment and training workers (including apprentices and trainees) in its correct use.  
 
Dry sweeping methods, such as using brooms, or using compressed air to clean up accumulated silica dust, must never be used. These methods can recirculate silica dust into the air. M to H Class vacuum cleaners should be used when working with hazardous dusts and a system in place to safely dispose of waste material. 
 
Cleaning of RCS contaminated surfaces should be carried out daily to prevent build up, drying out and disturbance of the dust. Where equipment is fitted with shrouds these should be checked to ensure that they are in working order. 
 
Respiratory protective equipment 
If personal protective equipment (PPE), such as respiratory protective equipment is required to minimise the risks of crystalline silica, then the RTO must provide the PPE to workers (including apprentices and trainees) free of charge. The RTO must also provide appropriate training and instruction on how and when to put on, wear, remove, dispose of, or clean and maintain the PPE.  
 
If a worker has been provided training and instruction about using PPE, they must apply that training and follow those instructions. 
 
As silica dust particles are very small, workers should use a tight-fitting respirator with an effective face seal. This means they need to be clean-shaven or only have facial hair that does not interfere with the fitting surfaces or the respirator valve. As everyone’s face is a different size and shape, there is no ‘one size fits all’ tight-fitting respirator. This means that PCBUs should also fit test each worker and their RPE before they undertake dusty work. 
 
For workers who want to keep facial hair that may interfere with the operation or proper fit of tight-fitting respirator (for example a closely trimmed beard), a powered air purifying respirator with a loose hood may be suitable. 
 
Tools 
Where demonstrations of processing products containing silica are given as part of the training, the correct tool that minimises the release of RCS should be used even if a less hazardous material is being substituted, e.g., power tools fitted with either vacuum or water suppression attachments.

RTOs must ensure that the resources and equipment required for each unit of competency are made available at the time of training and assessment.  
[bookmark: _Toc198015220]Legal consideration for the learners in the workplace including placements 
Legal requirements for learners in the workplace or involved in work experience that apply to industry-specific sectors covered in the CPC Construction, Plumbing and Services Training Package vary across each state and territory and can change from time to time.  
Users should contact the relevant state or territory training authorities provided at the end of this Guide to check if legal requirements apply. 
Assessment Conditions may stipulate that assessment must be undertaken in a workplace environment. There are a number of ways this may be facilitated:  
· The learner may already be an existing worker in the industry. 
· The RTO assessor may accompany (groups of) learners on arranged workplace visits for the purpose of assessment. 
· Learners may undertake work placement with an employer. The assessor may visit the workplace to directly observe performance, or engage with the workplace to gather necessary evidence.  
Work placements should always involve appropriate supervision and guidance from individuals in the workplace as well as from RTO trainers and assessors, and must adhere to required legislation that applies in the jurisdiction. For example, RTOs and employers must ensure that learners meet appropriate WHS requirements while on a construction site. 
To successfully conduct training and/or assessment in the workplace, the RTO must clearly identify training, monitoring and/or assessment roles and responsibilities of the RTO and the workplace parties, as required by Standard 1 and Standard 5.1– 5.4 of the Standards for Registered Training Organisations (RTOs) 2015. 
Unless assessment methods (such as direct observation of performance by the assessor) are stipulated in the Assessment Conditions section of the Assessment Requirements associated with each unit of competency, RTOs should develop assessment methods for gathering required evidence as part of their training and assessment strategy relevant to their circumstances.

Apprenticeships and traineeships are formal training arrangements between an employer and an employee that have been established by a State or Territory Training Authority (STA). Where a qualification is used for an apprenticeship or traineeship, the training must be recognised by the STA. This includes the form and registration of indenture.  
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
