Applicability

2.
Definitions

2.1 The following terms, unless the context requires otherwise, have the following meanings:

CSNAT 

the Carer Support Needs Assessment Tool (or any version or derivative part thereof)
CSNAT-I

means the Carer Support Needs Assessment Tool Intervention (CSNAT-I) which comprises two components: (1) the CSNAT (tool itself) which is integrated into (2) a person-centred process of assessment and support for carers.  Identified needs and agreed support are recorded on the CSNAT INTERVENTION SUPPORT PLAN.
CSNAT Use Copy
the CSNAT or copies thereof for use by the Licensee. 

CSNAT INTERVENTION
the support plan used to record the individual support needs of the carer and 
SUPPORT PLAN 
actions taken to meet their needs.
Licence 

the licence in respect of the CSNAT granted to the Licensee in Clause 3.1 hereunder.
Licensee

means the person or entity acquiring a Licence hereunder or, if there is a separate person or entity acquiring a Licence on behalf of another, the person or entity specifically designated as the Licensee and set forth as such in this Agreement.
Commercial Use
means any use of the CSNAT and CSNAT INTERVENTION SUPPORT PLAN with a view to make direct or indirect commercial benefit including but not limited to the sale or sub-licensing of the CSNAT and CSNAT INTERVENTION SUPPORT PLAN or any versions of the CSNAT and CSNAT INTERVENTION SUPPORT PLAN for any fee or commercial benefit. 

Data Protection 
means all applicable data protection and privacy legislation in force from time to 
Legislation
time both in the UK and European Union, including but not limited to the General Data Protection Regulation (EU) 2016/679 and the Data Protection Act 2018.

Effective Date
means the effective date of this Licence from the last date of signature on this Licence. 

Practice Use
means use of the CSNAT (the tool itself) as part of CSNAT intervention to help carers identify and express their support needs, and have those needs addressed. In advance of such practice use, all users must complete training, either online through the free to access site at CSNAT.org or face-to-face delivered either by a member of the CSNAT team or by a CSNAT-trained trainer. 

Purpose
means as specified in the SCHEDULE on page 1 of the Licence Agreement.
Research Study 
R1 means use of the CSNAT (tool only) within a research study only to identify areas 
Use
of unmet support need in carers. No support is provided on the basis of CSNAT use. 

R2 means use of CSNAT (the tool itself) as part of the CSNAT intervention within a research study to help carers identify and express their support needs, and have those needs addressed.  In R2 studies training must be completed either online through the free to access site at CSNAT.org or face-to-face delivered either by a member of the CSNAT team or by a CSNAT-trained trainer.

Systematic
means use of the CSNAT within a systematic review (e.g. as a framework for 
Review Use
identifying or categorising carer support needs). 
Teaching Use
means use of the CSNAT (the tool itself) as part of the CSNAT Intervention in an educational setting (e.g. to introduce students to the process of assessing and supporting carers). In advance of such Teaching Use, training must be completed, either online through the free to access site at CSNAT.org or face-to-face delivered either by a member of the CSNAT team or by a CSNAT-trained trainer.
Translating the CSNAT and CSNAT INTERVENTION 
SUPPORT PLAN 
means translating the CSNAT and CSNAT INTERVENTION SUPPORT PLAN into any other language, or for any other cultural context, other than as provided in English.

University
means the University of East Anglia, Norwich, UK.
3.
Grant of Licence

3.1 In consideration of the Licensee strictly adhering to the terms of this Agreement to continue to allow the University to preserve the integrity of the CSNAT and CSNAT INTERVENTION SUPPORT PLAN and exercise and enforce its right to restrict copying and subject to the terms of this Agreement, the University grants to the Licensee for the Term a non-exclusive, non-transferable licence to make or permit copies to be made of the CSNAT and CSNAT INTERVENTION SUPPORT PLAN in the manner as follows and to use those copies for the Purpose, the said copies at all times subject to Clauses 4.1 and 4.3:

translate the CSNAT and CSNAT INTERVENTION SUPPORT PLAN in the language/s set out in the SCHEDULE to this Agreement.
The CSNAT (the tool itself) may not be incorporated into the Licensee’s electronic patient/carer record system.

3.2 Any use of the CSNAT and CSNAT INTERVENTION SUPPORT PLAN outside the scope of this licence or for any other purposes not permitted here will require a separate licence from the University. For avoidance of doubt the University does not permit the Licensee to make any Commercial Use, Practice Use or Research Use of the CSNAT and CSNAT INTERVENTION SUPPORT PLAN without such a separate licence.
3.3 Unless permitted under this agreement, the supply of the CSNAT Use Copy and CSNAT INTERVENTION SUPPORT PLAN does not confer any rights to reproduce the CSNAT and CSNAT INTERVENTION SUPPORT PLAN for any third party nor for any Commercial Use nor for the use of or to the public in any media or form or derivative form.  

3.4 Where a signatory to this Agreement is authorised to act on behalf of their organisation, they warrant that they have full power and authority to bind their organisation to this Agreement.

If the Licensee becomes aware of any unauthorised use or infringement or misuse of the CSNAT and/or CSNAT INTERVENTION SUPPORT PLAN, it will promptly notify the University and provide all details within its knowledge of such infringement or misuse.  The University may take such action as it sees fit in respect of infringements and misuse and shall have sole control over and conduct of any action that it deems necessary.  Should the University in its absolute discretion decide to take any action, it will do so at its own cost and the Licensee will have no claim to any sums recovered by the University.

The University provides the CSNAT and CSNAT INTERVENTION SUPPORT PLAN on an “as is” basis and all terms, conditions, warranties, representations or guarantees whether express or implied by statute, common law or otherwise relating to delivery, description, performance, quality or fitness for purpose of the CSNAT and CSNAT INTERVENTION SUPPORT PLAN are hereby excluded.

The Licensee agrees to indemnify the University and keep it fully and effectively indemnified against all and any claims, damages, losses or costs arising in any manner howsoever from the Licensee’s use of the CSNAT and CSNAT INTERVENTION SUPPORT PLAN.

To the extent permitted by law, the aggregate liability of the University to the Licensee for direct loss in contract, tort or otherwise arising in connection with the supply and use of the CSNAT and CSNAT INTERVENTION SUPPORT PLAN is limited for one incident or a series of incidents to £1,000.

In no circumstances shall the University be liable to the Licensee for any loss of profits, revenue, goodwill, business opportunity or any indirect, consequential, financial or economic loss or damage, costs or expenses whether in contract, tort, negligence, breach of statutory duty or otherwise whatsoever or howsoever arising out of or in connection with the supply or use of the CSNAT and CSNAT INTERVENTION SUPPORT PLAN.

The above exclusions shall apply to the fullest extent permissible at law but the University does not exclude liability for death or personal injury caused by the negligence of the University, its employees or agents or for fraudulent misrepresentation.

Termination

Either party may terminate this Agreement if the other party is in breach of any of the terms of this 
Agreement and in case of a breach capable of remedy fails to remedy such breach within 14 days of 
receipt of written notice giving full particulars of the breach and of the steps required to remedy it.

The University may terminate this Agreement immediately by notice in writing to the Licensee if:

the Licensee directly or indirectly disputes or challenges the ownership of copyright in the 
CSNAT and CSNAT INTERVENTION SUPPORT PLAN by the University; or

7.2.2 
the Licensee being a company goes into receivership or liquidation (other than for the purposes of amalgamation or reconstruction) or becomes insolvent or makes any composition or arrangement with its creditors (other than as part of a solvent reorganisation); or

7.2.3
the Licensee being a partnership or other unincorporated association is dissolved or being a 
natural person dies.

Effect of Termination

On termination of this Agreement, the permission and rights granted in 3.1 cease with immediate effect.

Termination of this Agreement howsoever caused shall not affect:

the rights and obligations of both parties under this Agreement in the period up to termination;

the rights and obligations of both parties under this Agreement which by their nature are due to continue beyond such termination including but not limited to Clauses 4, 6 through 17.

No Assignment or Sub-licence

The Licensee may not assign or sub-license any of the rights and obligations in this Agreement.

Variations

No variation of this Agreement shall be valid unless it is in writing and signed by or on behalf of each of the parties.

11.
Data Protection

The Licensee agrees to comply with their obligations under any national or international data protection or privacy legislation, as amended from time to time.
11.2 
Where the University carries out any processing activities in relation to the Licensee’s personal data as a result of the terms of this Agreement, the University shall comply with its obligations under the applicable Data Protection Legislation. Where required, the parties shall enter into a separate data processing agreement.

Entire Agreement

This Agreement (which expression includes CSNAT and CSNAT INTERVENTION SUPPORT PLAN TRANSLATION LICENCE AGREEMENT TERMS AND CONDITIONS, SCHEDULE and any other schedule or specification or other document referred to or attached to these TERMS AND CONDITIONS) shall supersede all other arrangements or agreements whether oral or in writing between the parties as to the subject matter of this Agreement.

No Partnership or Agency

Nothing in this Agreement is intended to or shall operate to create a partnership or joint venture of any kind between the parties, or to authorise either party to act as agent for the other, and neither party shall have authority to act in the name or on behalf of or otherwise to bind the other in any way (including but not limited to the making of any representation or warranty, the assumption of any obligation or liability and the exercise of any right or power).

Severability

If any provision of this Agreement shall be prohibited by or adjudged by a court to be unlawful, void or unenforceable, such provision shall to the extent required be severed from this Agreement and rendered ineffective as far as possible without modifying the remaining provisions of this Agreement.

Waiver

The failure of the University to exercise or enforce any rights it may have under this Agreement will not be deemed to preclude any right, relief or remedy available to it should it choose to exercise or enforce those rights.

Rights of Third Parties

The Contracts (Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999 shall not apply to this Agreement and nothing in this Agreement shall confer or purport to confer on or operate to give any third party any benefit or any right to enforce any term of this Agreement.

Counterparts and Fax and Email Copies

This Agreement may be executed in any number of counterparts, each of which shall when executed and delivered shall constitute a duplicate original, but all the counterparts shall together 
constitute the one agreement.

Transmission of an executed counterpart of this Agreement (but for the avoidance of doubt not just the signature page) (a) by fax or (b) by email (in PDF, JPEG or other agreed format) shall take effect as 
delivery of an executed counterpart of this Agreement. If either method of delivery is adopted, without prejudice to the validity of the Agreement thus made, each Party shall provide the others with the original of such counterpart as soon as reasonably possible thereafter.

No counterpart shall be effective until each Party has executed at least one counterpart.

Notices

Any notice to be given under this Agreement shall be in writing and shall be delivered by hand, sent by first class post or sent by facsimile to the address of the other party set out in this Agreement or sent by email to the email address of the other party (or such other address or email address as may have been notified) provided that in the case of notice served by facsimile or by email, such notice is confirmed by letter posted within 12 hours.  Any such notice or other document shall be deemed to have been served:  

if delivered by hand – at the time of delivery; if sent by post – upon the expiration of 2 business days after posting (in the UK) if the Licensee address is in the UK or 5 business days if outside the UK; and if sent by facsimile or by email – at 9.00am on the next business day after the facsimile or email was dispatched provided that:

(a) in the case of facsimile transmission, a transmission report is generated by the sender’s fax machine recording a message from the recipient’s fax machine, confirming that the fax was sent to that number and that all pages were successfully transmitted;  and 

(b) in the case of email transmission 

(i) where a delivery receipt has been requested by the sender, that such delivery receipt has been received by the sender; or

(ii) where no delivery receipt has been requested by the sender, that no notification of non-
delivery has been received by the sender.
