After lunch, 
take a short walk over to Canada 
Place to Flyover, a multisensory 4D 
ride that sees you soar across the 
country from coast-to-coast. 
Alternatively stroll to nearby Robson 
and Burrard to experience some of 
the city?s best shopping.
