Surrounded by 
glistening skyscrapers, this unique 
downtown rink is located just steps 
from the iconic Vancouver Art Gallery, 
and best of all, it?s completely free to 
enjoy.

Snow shoe 
and fondue
Don?t enjoy yourself too much 
however, because tonight you?ll be 
working up an appetite in an alpine 
forest. A short bus ride from 
downtown Vancouver you?ll take a 
gondola ride up to experience 
Grouse Mountain. There you?ll have 
a chance to breathe in the fresh 
mountain air and enjoy stunning 
views of the city below as your 
guide takes you on a tranquil 
one-hour tour. As night falls you?ll 
retreat to a cosy wooden chalet 
where you can hang up your 
snowshoes and warm up by a 
roaring fire as you enjoy a 
three-course fondue dinner. 

Your 
ticket is valid all day so you can always 
head back to check out the view when 
the sun is setting.

9. Vancouver International Wine Festival Every February/March, 
Vancouver hosts one of the biggest and oldest wine events in the 
world. Visitors can join tastings, gala dinners, themed food and wine 
pairings, and celebrations at venues across the city.
