This letter is being sent to all my patients to inform them of our updated office policy on uninsured medical services. 
As our population ages the cost of health care continues to rise. As a result, there are more services that are not covered by the Ministry of Health. They require significant time and resources to administer. The demand for these uninsured services has increased exponentially in the past few years. In the face of rising office expenses, we are unable to provide these services free of charge. Therefore, the payment of these services has become the responsibility of the patient or the agency requesting the service.  Please see the attached fee schedule, in accordance with the OMA and the Barrie Community Family Health Team. (BC FHT)
As of January 1, 2025, the office reinstated our policy to charge for prescription renewal requests without an office appointment. Please note that this charge will also apply to auto-faxed requests generated by your pharmacy. If you wish your pharmacy not to auto-fax prescriptions, you must inform them. For those who prefer to continue to come in person for your prescription renewals, we welcome you to do so by booking an appointment.
We also offer a block fee payment option for prescription renewals.  Other uninsured services be charged individually at the time of service.  To make it easier for you, our office is now accepting debit or credit card, or cash.  You may also continue to pay by etransfer to: doctorkwright@gmail.com.
