VFMC is designated by the National Security Agency (NSA) and the
Department of Homeland Security (DHS) as a Center for Academic
Excellence in Cyber Defense (CAE2Y), for two-year institutions,
making it the only two-year institution in Pennsylvania and the only
Junior Military College with this designation.
