Solicitors may not enter any residential premises displaying a "No Soliciting" sign (Sec. 18-31). A neighborhood-wide entrance sign is not enforceable per the law but may serve as a deterrent. Individual homeowner signs are enforceable.

No Soliciting Sign Verbiage
Option A: Longer
NOTICE TO SOLICITORS
Piedmont Hills is a No Soliciting community.
Door-to-door solicitors must possess a valid permit issued by the Spotsylvania County Sheriff's Office (Spotsylvania County Code Sec. 18-35). Solicitation without a permit is a Class 1 misdemeanor (Sec. 18-27). Solicitation after sunset is prohibited (Sec. 18-33).
Residents displaying "No Soliciting" signs may not be approached (Sec. 18-31). Failure to leave when asked is unlawful (Sec. 18-32).
Violations will be reported to the Spotsylvania County Sheriff's Office.
Option B: Shorter
NO SOLICITING
A valid Spotsylvania County solicitation permit is required in this area (County Code Sec. 18-35). Unpermitted solicitation is a Class 1 misdemeanor. Solicitation after sunset is prohibited.
Violations will be reported to the Spotsylvania County Sheriff's Office.
