The Regional Managers will lead our peer monitoring initiative.

Here a peer monitoring initiative is watching what is going on in disability support services.


The 3 regions that need Regional Managers are:
Waikato to Tai Tokerau
Bay of Plenty to Wellington
the South Island.

Each Regional Manager will look after getting the People for Us service started in their region.

Regional Managers will support mentors.


[image: ]Here a mentor is a person who:
gives someone advice on how to do something
