Who can be a Kaiārahi?

be a disabled adult
[image: ]have a good understanding of the experiences of disabled people
get along with other people
[image: ]be good at communicating / talking with others
want to make sure disabled people / tāngata whaikaha Māori:
have good lives
[image: ]have good services / support
are safe.


What you get as part of the job


[image: ]You will make a big difference to keeping disabled people in residential homes safe.

a lot of training
chances for professional development which means learning new things to do with your job.

You will be paid well for your work.

People for Us can work with you to make sure the hours you will be working meet your needs.

You will have access to an Employee Assistance Programme.
