	Mathematical Concepts
· Quantities can be subitised and compared without needing to count or assign a numerical value.
· There are five principles of counting: one-one, stable order, cardinal, order irrelevance and abstraction.
· The last number in the count indicates the quantity in a set.
· There are a range of counting strategies, including grouping objects and arranging objects in various visual configurations.
· Numbers can be used in different ways.
· Numbers are used for labelling and identification purposes (nominality).
· Numbers denote quantity or the amount within a set (cardinality).
· Quantities (or sets) can be partitioned and combined.
· Adding a natural number to a natural number makes the number (quantity) bigger. Subtracting a natural number from a natural number makes the number (quantity) smaller. This can be represented as a move on the number line or 100 square.
