Closest Airports
· Venice Marco Polo Airport (VCE): This is the nearest major airport to Chioggia. From Venice Airport, you can take a direct bus to Chioggia’s city center.
· Direct Bus: Arriva Veneto operates buses directly from Marco Polo Airport to Chioggia. Check the schedule here: Arriva Veneto Timetables.
· Alternative Route via Venice: Alternatively, you can take a bus to Venice's Piazzale Roma and transfer to a bus for Chioggia from there.
· Taxi: Taxis from Marco Polo Airport to Chioggia cost approximately €120 (as of last year).
· Treviso Airport (TSF): This airport is served by low-cost airlines but is a bit further from Chioggia. If you fly into Treviso, you’ll need to:
2. Take a bus to Venice Piazzale Roma.
2. Then, transfer to a bus for Chioggia from Piazzale Roma (see Arriva Veneto link above).

For Travelers by Train
The nearest major train stations to Chioggia are in Venice and Padua (Padova). Both stations are well-connected to cities across Italy, and buses are available from both to Chioggia.
· From Padua: There is a bus station directly outside the Padua train station. Find the bus timetable here: FS BusItalia Timetable.
