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Located at the western tip of
Hong Kong Island, Sai Ying Pun
is one of Hong Kong’s oldest
neighbourhoods. Situated on
the slope of Victoria Peak, it
was where early British military
stayed.

In the late 19th century Sai Ying
Pun became a popular area for
immigrants from mainland
China. In those days many of the
landmark public facilities were
built: schools, churches, clinics
police station and hospital that
still determine the area’s unique
character today.

While the city of Hong Kong
boomed in the post war period,
for many years, the Sai Wan
district - that also includes
neighbouring Kennedy Town
and Shek Tong Tsui - remained
fairly quiet residential enclaves.
This all changed with the arrival
of the MTR in 2015.

FROM TONG LAUS TO TOWERS:
A CHANGE OF SCENERY
FOR A CHANGE OF COMMUNITY

SaiYing Pun is an area that’s rapidly changing. Over the past decades,
people from Hong Kong and far beyond have made it their home in search
of new opportunities. From early British military camps and the
immigration of Chinese nationals in the 19th century to the emergence of
expats in the last decade, SaiYing Pun has always been known to be a

place of migration.

The name Sai Ying Pun translates to
‘West Camp’, alluding to its history
as a British military camp. Inthe
19t century it developed as a
residential district accommodating
the many new immigrants from
mainland China.

With the immigrants came the
emergence of Tong Laus, tenement
buildings with Chinese architectural
influences. Tong Laus were shop
houses: a shop at the ground floor
and two to three-storeys with an
external staircase to accommodate
the owners and their families.

As of today, SaiYing Punis one of
the few areas on Hong Kong Island
where you can still find these
authentic pre-war tenement
buildings.

The neighbourhood has experienced
a vastamount of change in the last
decade. The MTRand Centre Street
escalator have brought affluence
and new high rise apartments to Sai
Ying Pun, as well as more
contemporary and upmarket
restaurants, shops and bars. In the
eyes of the community - long-term
and new residents, foreign and local
- is this change a sign of evolution
and opportunity, or is it a threat to
their heritage?
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Uncle Kau has called Sai Ying Pun his
home for over 60 years. While relaxing
on a bench in the King George V
Memorial Park, he recalls memories of
his childhood. According to him, the busy
streets and the vivacious community you
see today don’t even begin to cover the
lively atmosphere of the old SaiYing Pun.
He remembers how loud music and
chatter used to fill the streets, and how
the old and young would gather at the
park for a friendly game of chess. Uncle
Kau believes that Sai Ying Pun’s long-
term residents were a close-knit
community and have remained so to this
day. With the many changes that have
occurred inthe area within the last
decade, he notices how the streets have
calmed down. Although there are
moments of the day that bring the same
laughter and chatter as the olden days,
it's not the same as how it used to be.

Ms Lee, an elderly lady who also calls the
SaiYing Pun area to be her home, strolls
past the bench Uncle Kau is sitting on.
“People used to say ‘hi’ to one another,
everyone knew each other,” she recalls.
However, Ms Lee doesn’t seem to mind
the ever-changing nature of the
community. “[Change] is necessary for
development, it’s not a bad thing,” she
states. Both her and Uncle Kau
appreciate the development in the area.
They believe that change can allow new
opportunities and sites to be created for
both SaiYing Pun’s current residents and
generations to come. “It’s nice to see
new things,” Ms Lee says. However, this
evolution comes at a price, one that they
both think could affect the affordability
of Sai Ying Pun for newcomers to the
area.

Head down from the park to First street, and
you'll find yourself surrounded by new high
rise apartments as well as some of the
earliest Tong Laus in the area, dating back to
before the Second World War. Here you'll
also find the Western Garden Neighborhood
Elderly Center, a volunteer centre dedicated
to helping the elderly to interact with and
impact their local communities. Mr Lam, a
manager at the centre, explains how the
neighbourhood’s sense of community hasn’t
changed much over the years because it’s
“strongly rooted”. He claims that not many
of the elderly people inthe community have
left. Sai Ying Pun is seeing an increase in
expats, but he doesn’t see many interactions
between locals and foreigners. MrLam
believes that the local elderly are “okay with
the current developments,” but if change
continues to occur atthe same rate, it could
come at the cost of middle-class residents, as
it has in the past, and public facilities like
parks and post-war Tong Laus. These
changes won't be appreciated by some of
the older local residents.

Property consultant Ms Buckthought, whose
office is based nearby Central, has worked
with many clients on many different types of
residential buildings all over Hong Kong. As
she sits outside in the garden area of Second
Street, she’s surrounded by the contrast of
the Island Crest towers on one side, and
more recently upgraded Tong Laus on the
other. From her point of view, SaiYing Pun is
a part of Hong Kong with a great deal of
character. The fusion of culture, architecture
and different communities creates an
interesting atmosphere that accommodates
a wide range of residents. “You've got fancy
bars right next to motor services and [older]
businesses,” she says.

The neighbourhood’s sense of community
hasn’t changed much over the years because
it’s strongly rooted, but if change continues
at the same rate, it could come at the cost of
middle-class residents.

Mr Lam, manager Western Garden Neighbourhood Elderly Center
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Contrary to the opinions of the elderly in the
area, Ms Buckthought believes that the
people of Hong Kong need to work towards
conserving the tenements. They need to do
so by developing the interior facilities such
as utilities while maintaining the beauty and
character of the exterior. She notes that
many expats and foreigners do in fact prefer
living in these pre-war style buildings as they
are more spacious compared to newer high-
rise towers. Interms of the effect on the
general community, as someone who lives
in a building that is predominantly housing
local residents, Ms Buckthought doesn’t see
the same interactions between people as
Ms Lee saw in her community. “[It's not just
the buildings or people] that changed, life
changed,” she says.

Change is inevitable. To the elderly
residents, seeing that change in the
neighbourhood isn’t necessarily a bad thing
as it allows for new opportunities. For
newcomers to the area - whether they’re
foreigners, expats, or the younger
generation - being able to preserve some
part of the neighbourhood’s history helps
maintain its charm and character. The
neighbourhood may be physically changing
and evolving, but that doesn’t necessarily
mean that the people have to lose their
sense of heritage. Gentrification has allowed
newcomers to not only feel more welcome
but has allowed them to explore different
cultures and lifestyles. Though it may be
bittersweet to lose a sense of the past, an
era that has led to the present, it’s
important to understand that moving from
the past allows us to evolve to our futures.

Disappointment hits as
you realize that you won't get to try Chi
Loy Heung'’s freshly baked pastries, or
find treasures in a vast array of
traditional homewares at Kwong Lam
Kee. Standing atthe place where these
beloved stores still should have been,
you are left staring at new storefronts,
struggling to identify traces of any
familiar faces. Welcome to Hong Kong,
the city of change.

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LOST IN TRANSITION: CHI LOY HEUNG EGG ROLLS

Renowned internationally for their handmade
egg rolls, follow the smell’ was the best way to
locate the small bakery amidst the array of
stores huddled together on Third Street, SaiYing
Pun. Chi Loy Heung was one of the few
businesses that stayed true to the old method of
working with a grill. The shop’s bakers perfected
each individual egg roll to a crunch by hand,
instead of adopting large-scale manufacturing
methods.

Every Chinese New Year or festive season,
crowds used to line up around the block since
the early morning, scrambling to get their hands
on the local delicacy. Alas, with the continuous
development of SaiYing Pun, Chi Loy Heung
succumbed to the increasing rental prices in the
area and closed down in late 2018. In late 2019,
Chi Loy Heung relocated to its new location at
the end of Third Street. However, its signature
storefront and familiarity are a thing of the past.

IMMORTALIZED IN MEMORY: KWONG LAM KEE

Kwong Lam Kee was a go-to store for everyday
dinnerware and last-minute wedding gifts.
When walking into the dimly-lit, cramped store,
you'd find yourself surrounded by China and
porcelain, iconic fixtures at every traditional
dinner table.

The last shopkeeper of Kwong Lam Kee, Mrs
Kwong, took over the store in 1997, the very
year Hong Kong assumed its autonomous
status. It can very well be said that this is truly a
store that has witnessed the ever-changing
state of Hong Kong.

Kwong Lam Kee, one of the last of its kind in
Hong Kong, closed for good in November 2018,
a few short months after the SaiYing Pun App x
Map community mapping project was
launched. Inthe stead of the traditional
homeware store is now Bargain Mart, a
wholesale store sourcing international goods.




FINDING THE BALANCE:

CULTURAL DISPLACEMENT X URBAN REVITALISATION

Tucked away amongst Hong Kong’s ever-
developing infrastructure and towering
skyline are the city’s authentic local
trades; hidden gems loved by locals and
visitors alike. Sai Ying Pun, a fishing port in
the colonial days, is home to some of the
last few remnants of the previous era.
Cramped tenement buildings and
traditional brick-and-mortar stores built
in the last century are still well and alive
in this small Sai Wan neighbourhood;
storeowners of ground-level properties
earn a living in the daytime and walk
upstairs to retire for the night. For many
kai fong (people of the same
neighbourhood), their entire lives revolve
around the same few streets and familiar
faces.

Sai Ying Pun only gotan MTR station in
2015. The inconvenience of it being not
as easy to reach has allowed the area to
retain much of its character and identity
for a relatively long time. Alas, newfound
accessibility comes with change. Even
though SaiYing Pun used to be relatively
undeveloped compared to some of its
counterparts, the neighbourhood’s
heartwarming and familiar sceneries are
increasingly becoming a rarity.

The community spirit in today’s SaiYing
Pun is no longer as prevalent as it was a
decade or two ago: animated, leisurely
conversations between kaifong have
made way for brisk footsteps to
accommodate the fast pace Hong Kong is
notorious for. Inthe mere two years since
iDiscover's SaiYing Pun project was
launched to document the local
community’s most treasured living
heritage sites and traditional storefronts,
much of Sai Ying Pun has already become
unrecognisable to the older community.

Along with Hong Kong’s progress to
becoming an international hub and
financial centre came the tragic loss of
culture and heritage. ‘Modernity’ and
‘convenience’ are largely favoured over
rustic, weathered buildings. Reliable old
neighbourhood joints are replaced by
fleeting illusions of businesses that are
there one second and gone the next;
along with their elderly clientele, the last
generation that can tell stories of what
the community was like in the days
before technology and development. Ever
since SaiYing Pun’s MTR stop opened,
rental and property prices have been on
the upsurge, drastically altering the
familiar front of the place.

Under the financial strain of rising rent and
influx of visitors, traditional Chinese
storefronts and signs are slowly replaced by
hipster cafes and bars catering to middle-
class locals and international immigrants.
To these new residents and visitors, Sai
Ying Pun is the perfect blend of traditional
and modern, a quiet enough getaway from
Hong Kong’s busy, central business districts
that still retains its attractive authenticity of
local culture and human touch.

One day a storefront, a memory, a person

is there —and the next it’s not. In today’s
ever-changing world, where cultural
permanence has become somewhat of a
luxury, there is a growing emphasis on
heritage preservation and cultural
awareness. We strive to prolong a sense of
familiarity to strengthen our identity and
take pride in it. For Hong Kong, this
familiarity exists in the streets, stores and
neighbourhoods that have managed to hide
away from real estate development and the
continuously rising market prices, and hold
on to remnants of the olden days.

To the majority of today’s younger
generation, discovering old
neighbourhoods is an adventure. Si6 dol
(£%2), traditional Hong Kong convenience
stores, are foreign compared to the
omnipresent 7-11’s and Circle K’s.
Handmade pastries and food are exotic to
eyes used to seeing mass-produced goods.

Surprisingly, it is the young that are more
hesitant to let go of tradition than the
elderly - perhaps because they are likely to
be the last generation to witness the
shared identity of this side of Hong Kong.

“To us, this isn’t anything new or
extraordinary; it’s just a way of life. All we
want is a simple, authentic life. And as
ordinary citizens, it's not up to us to control
what the future holds,” says a shop
associate at Chi Loy Heung, who has lived in
SaiYing Pun her entire life. Faced with the
rapid progression of society, the older
generation takes each day asitis — the
legacy of historic Hong Kong lives on in
their memories.

Today, it is no longer a matter of if, but
when the last few remnants of old Hong
Kong becomes but a distant memory. As
even Sai Ying Pun begins to succumb to
urban development and societal
progression, itwon’t be long before the last
traditional craftsmen are replaced by large-
scale industrial manufacturers, and more
skyscrapers will dot the landscape, each
taller than the last.

SAME PLACE, DIFFERENT CENTURY:

A CREATIVE LOOK AT HILL ROAD

Few people know that in the early 1900s, Shek Tong Tsui was an
entertainment hotspot. Restaurants, theatres, and brothels were
dotted around Hill Road and Queens Road West. After WWII, when
the government banned prostitution, the area has taken a 180-
degree turn. The closure of brothels completely transformed the
area. In what is now a peaceful residential neighbourhood, | went
looking for traces of its vivacious past .

My knowledge of Shek Tong Tsui
used to be very limited, in fact, |
had never visited the area before.
Exploring the neighbourhood
through my camera lens, |
wanted to have a better
understanding of how people feel
about the place. | interviewed
some long-time locals at the
market and Cooked Food Centre.
They all lived in the
neighbourhood for most of their
lives. Yet, none of them
experienced what it was like to
live here when it was still a red
light district. Also the once
famous restaurants, popular
theatres and busting night
markets all closed in the 1960’s
and 70’s.

THE END OF THE LINE

This was the furthest the
tramway went. Sai Wan was
always the ‘backyard’ of the
island. Inthe early years the
waterfront was lined with rice
depots, later slaughterhouses,
factories, wholesale markets
and mortuaries were built.

SHOPHOUSE STREET

TRAM WAYS

The tram was a very important
mode of transport back in the
days, there was little space for
vehicles on the road. The tram
system was built to give quick
access to all areas of ‘Victoria
City’ and reduce dependence
on the chair coolies that were
the main form of transport
then.

Did you know that before the
1980s, the tram tracks in Sai
Wan were right at the edge of
the waterfront? Land
reclamation made it much wider
Today, residential buildings
make up much of the
environment around the
tramway.

From the start of operation in
1904, the trams were electric,
Hong Kong tramways never
used horse or steam power.
Even with the arrival of the
MTRin 2015, the tram
remains a convenient and
cheap mode of transport for
people living in Sai Wan.

STREET SURVEYS

We listen to what locals have to sy
about the place they live, work and
play. The interns conducted 109
surveys, 50 out on the street, 59
online. To beat the heat most were
conducted early morning and late
afternoon.

STREET COUNTING

Hong Kong is a fast changing city
and one cannot always rely on
what others say and write.
Sometimes it’s better to see with
ones own eyes. That’s why we
went out onto the streets to
observe and count: passenger
flows, trees, benches etc.

DESK RESEARCH

Interns had free access to the
iDiscover library filled with histay
books, research reports, archival
images and maps. They
complemented with on-line
resources. When it came to
making maps, google showed us
the way.

SOCIAL LISTENING
Social media provides a wealth
of information on places. Every

day thousands of people post
online what the see and feel
when they are at a place. The
interns scanned a variety of
social media platforms for up-
to-date insights on perceptions
of place.
