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1.1! PROJECT OVERVIEW

“Creating NEBourhoods Together” is one of the six lighthouse demonstrators of the New
European Bauhaus funded by the EU to address the great challenges of climate,
environment, and health. The aim is to collaborate on the European Green deal to create
more sustainable, inclusive, and beautiful living environments across the EU. In Munich-
Neuperlach (NPL), one of Europe's largest post-war urban expansion areas, NEBourhoods is
collaborating with citizens and stakeholders from culture, science, and business to implement
ten actions from all fields of urban development, encompassing circular construction and
redesign of residential and commercial buildings, innovative forms of mobility and energy
communities, biodiversity and green space concepts and nutrition and youth culture.
Encouragement of entrepreneurial thinking and action and practical implementation in co-
creative processes support the formation of sustainable neighbourhoods in liveable,
inclusive, and beautiful cities of the future.

Combining co-creation and entrepreneurship while placing culture and creativity at the core
of the transformation process, the project will deliver accessible and empowering solutions to
make the EU Green Deal beneficial for all in NPL and beyond. The district will be carefully
cultivated into a resilient urban innovation landscape. Within two years, we will create
NEBourhoods together and show how we can realise circular thinking and acting in society
and the economy, activate the green transformation in building, mobility, energy, food and
health and enhance public spaces.

1.2! OBJECTIVE OF THE NEB ACTION

The objective of PEARL Cultural Places for Young People is to enable young people in
Neuperlach to develop, articulate and pursue their individual local culture. Presently there is
a lack of cultural institutions respectively cultural offers in this part of Munich, that has a high
percentage of young people. The project seeks to initiate cultural places, which can be
places of encounter and communication. Furthermore, it is still common practise, that
decisions for young people are not made with young people but about them. In this project
the attitude shall be changed completely by collaborating with young people in order to
cocreate (temporary) places for young culture.

The young people will thereby (re-)discover and (re-)appropriate spaces in their
neighbourhood. Place-making is therefore at the core of this inclusive endeavor. Alongside!
interstitial interventions are meant to open up new spaces of experiment and encounter.
Minchner Kammerspiele aims to crystalize these efforts into the creation of a permanent
theatre lab in Neuperlach. The project proposed is designed as to inform this process and
facilitate key insights and network(ing) resources.
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Neuperlach has an extraordinary internal structure of a separate network of pedestrian paths
and squares with bridges crossing main roads. This heritage of modern functionalist planning
was long neglected as outdated but can truly be the start of a very sustainable
neighbourhood network focusing on slow traffic and save shared spaces. One objective of
the project is to strengthen this network as arteries of urban togetherness by enriching it with
cultural facilities. How do performative strategies react to build environment and therefore
redefine it symbolically?

Both objectives catalyse each other. The collaboration with local young people will shed light
on hidden qualities and new design perspectives of this system of pathways. The potential to
create new spaces for culture within the pathway system shall be scrutinized. At the same
time the fact that the project is dealing with quite a prominent part of Neuperlach and young
people think about its sustainable future, rises he project out of a niche. It encourages young
people to overcome timid suggestions and to express and realize “big dreams” or
metaphorically and perhaps literally “new bridges”.

The objective is reflected in the NEBourhoods Deliverable D 5.3 Demonstration of Cultural
Places for Young People. PEARL Cultural Places for Young People consists of three sub-
projects which created and still create several temporary interventions in public space — at
the footpaths, too — and one permanent intervention which changed the forecourt of a school
adjacent to the system of footpaths.

1.3! NEB ACTION TEAM

For the NEB action PEARL Cultural Places for Young People HM Chair of Urban Design and
Urban Theory (Andrea Benze, Janina Sieber) collaborated with Minchner Kammerspiele
(Elke Bauer, Martin Valdés-Stauber). We also worked Master students of Architecture from
the HM. We collaborated with the film maker and media-artist Patrik Thomas. We
collaborated with the musician, author director and dramaturge Benno Heisel and the actor
Henriette F. Schmidt from the group kopf_kino. We collaborated with the artist Raphael
Krome and the artist Adrian Solch from the collective Raumfragen

We initiated a co-creative process with the Pupils at 8" grade from the Wilhelm-Réntgen-
Realschule and their teacher called Maria Gerteisz. We initiated a co-creative with Pupils at
9" grade from the Mittelschule an der Albert-Schweitzer-StralRe and their teacher called
Wolfgang Dotterweich. We initiated a co-creative process with Pupils at 10" grade (first year)
Mittelschule am Gerhart-Hauptmann-Ring and their teacher called Laura Schalay also the
head of school was involved. She is called Tatjana Pringsheim.

We were supported by the NEBourhoods TransitionHub team (HM University and City of

Munich’s Team of Excellence for the Cultural and Creative Industries) and Participants from
the NEBourhoods’ pool of creatives for the co-creation of transition (living-lab approach).
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Because our collaborating artists became members of the pool of creatives we were able to
intensivy the co-creative works with pupils. We were supported by MGS (Minchner
Gesellschaft fur Stadtsanierung) for connecting us to the Mittelschule am Gerhart-
Hauptmann Ring and also by Architekturgalerie e. V. for communication and the City of
Munich (Landeshauptstadt Minchen) as a central stakeholder for advice and support.

Since the NEB action consists of three different parts - Ciné Vélo Cité, FeedBack Neuperiach
and CHILLspORT -which have individual chapters in this report, there is a table at the
beginning of each chapter which shows the participants of exactly this part of the NEB action.

1.4! OBJECTIVE OF THIS DELIVERABLE

The objective of the deliverable Demonstration of PEARL Cultural Places for Young People
is to share our experience by documenting and evaluating the several steps of the NEB
action. They can be used as a guide of how to establish cultural places for young people and
how to work with young people based on the NEB values focusing on both the co-creation
process and ideas for the implementation. Since working with young people on places for
youth culture is depending very much on understanding the specific situation in the
neighbourhood this documentation is not a step-by-step manual to do exactly the same
anywhere else.

More the deliverable offers ideas for cultural places for young people and detailed
descriptions on how the ideas were sharpened and realized in a co-creative process. This is
combined with a critical reflection and evaluation. At the end of the demonstration and
evaluation of each part of the NEB action specific learnings and possibilities for transfer to
another situation are mentioned. The conclusion shows general learnings and possibilities of
transfer which stem from the whole NEB action. In all cases the demonstrated working
process offers a replicable but flexible framework that needs to be adapted to different ideas,
contexts and needs. The parts of the NEB action Ciné Vélo Cité and FeedBack Neuperlach
are prototypes. They are mobile, react to the neighbourhood and potentially work in other
contexts, too. But as will be shown in the detailed description, they also rely on a network of
relations and active persons to stay working, which might be entirely different in every
neighbourhood. The part of the NEB action CH/LLspORT is a prototype for the co-creative
approach. The actual design offers valuable ideas about the act of chilling but was developed
very site specific which is part of the success of this part of the NEB action.

The deliverable emphasises the importance of community involvement throughout the co-
creation process, ensuring that all interventions in public space reflect the needs, values of
young people and fit into processes which are ongoing in the neighbourhood. This secures
capacities to run and overtake the interventions after the NEBourhoods project is finished.
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A sustainable neighbourhood is directly linked to young people. If young people can make an
impact in their neighbourhood and find an environment that enables them to implement their
ideas or supports them in doing so, they will remain positively connected to this place. This is
a good prerequisite for them to become active citizens in the neighbourhood and contribute
to an inclusive neighbourhood.

In this context, we ask ourselves which institutions a city needs (not only) for young people in
order to be able to organize its future. We do not see institutions as rigid and established, but
rather as small forms of togetherness that are perhaps just emerging. We are talking about
inclusive community spaces that already exist and need to be strengthened or created and
can be part of a beautiful and sustainable future in Neuperlach. In order to track down the
gualities of such spaces, we have formed an interdisciplinary team of architects, urban
planners and theatre/cultural practitioners and worked together with young people from
Neuperlach. As young people's places often have an ephemeral character, space and
performance were considered together (compare: Seggern von et al. 2009; Deinet 2014;
Deinet, Reutlinger 2014)

Together with young people from Neuperlach, we set our sights on the Neuperlach
neighbourhood. We roamed the neighbourhood in search of places where youth culture
takes place, could take place or should take place. The aim was to engage with our lived
space and the possibility of actively changing and enliven it as a self-empowering social,
political and artistic act. Together we created (temporary) places where youth culture can
and could be lived. We worked on themes such as film, city stories, music and theatre and
presented the ideas of young people by means of performative interventions in existing
urban structures, either to strengthen them or to initiate lasting, sustainable changes.

Compared to its current population of more than 65,000, Neuperlach provides few places for
young people and youth culture, although the proportion of young people under the age of 18
is 16.5%, which is above the city-wide average of 15.0%. Existing facilities are organized as
children's and youth centres, are well attended and run with commitment. However, there is
a lack of other places, some of which are informal, that offer opportunities to meet up, as well
as cultural facilities; for example, the district does not have a cinema.

With its network of footpaths separated from car traffic, Neuperlach could be an ideal place
for young people who are not exposed to the dangers of motorised traffic when roaming
around. There are numerous open spaces. Today they are mostly designed as lawns with
few amenities, interspersed with trees and bushes. On top of that they are often adjacent to
private flats on the ground floor and completely visible from the tall residential buildings.
These open spaces offer little for young people and provide barely opportunities for
appropriation.
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The research is inspired by the sociologist Sociologist Ray Oldenburg and the concept of a
third place in his 1989 book "The Great Good Place". In addition to home and workplace,
there are informal meeting places, which he describes as third places. They are local and
inclusive and accessible to everyone. If these meeting places, such as coffee houses, pubs,
beer gardens, certain shops or even post offices, exist in a neighbourhood, social cohesion
in these neighbourhoods is stronger and residents are more motivated to actively participate
in local decisions.

As an American, he came across these places in Europe and began to observe them closely.
If you read his descriptions today, some of them seem out of date, as social media did not
play a role at the time. Sometimes, he idealises the scenes of European social life. Who has
a favourite pub or café that you walk into and immediately discover a handful of
acquaintances?

Nevertheless, the concept of third places provided inspiration for our research, because in
Ray Oldenburg's detailed ethnographic descriptions, the proximity of the activities at the third
place to the theatre becomes immediately clear. Third places are visited in order to have fun
and to spend a good time. He observes how the participants take on certain roles in order to
create varied situations together and generate comedy or wordplay. The attraction lies in the
fact that something common is created. Not necessarily it has anything to do with the life of
those present. The dialogue situations are very familiar to the participants, but everyone
decides for themselves how much of their own person they want to reveal.
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3.1! PRELIMINARY STUDIES

For the NEB action, we benefited greatly from the fact that we had already been working in
Neuperlach for a year. Together with the Miinchner Kammerspiele, we had looked at what
qualities a second venue for the Minchner Kammerspiele in Neuperlach should have in
order to appeal to young people and people who are not interested in theatre. The students
developed various design concepts within a fictitious scenario. In the summer, an urban
planning project and a theory seminar took place in cooperation with the Miinchner
Kammerspiele.

In the design seminar, the students analysed the local living environment of young people
and developed various proposals for strengthening places of youth culture in design
scenarios. One proposal, for example, already included the idea of using house walls as
projection screens for films and supporting the creation of spontaneous cinema situations. In
a theory seminar, the aim was to track down young people's places in Neuperlach and
portray them with a photograph and a story about the use of the place. In terms of
methodology, the students were often participant observers on site, conducting spontaneous
conversations with young people. This preliminary work had already given us an insight into
the places of young people in the neighbourhood.

At the same time, the Miinchner Kammerspiele has already carried out theatre education
projects with various artists and schools in Neuperlach, which has enabled us to establish
contacts with schools and teachers. In the NEB action PEARL, we were able to greatly
expand our collaboration with the artists.

3.2! METHODOLOGICAL STRUCTURE

Artists, theatre makers, filmmakers, architects, urban planners, architecture students and
pupils from various schools in Neuperlach, as well as teachers and school educators, formed
interdisciplinary and transdisciplinary teams made up of different age groups.

These composited goups made it possible to examine and strengthen youth culture directly
with young people. Within the group the students take on a mediating role. They stand
between the world of adults and that of young people and quickly found access to the young
people. A situation of mutual interest was created. For the young people, the students are
interesting because they have already finished school but are still in the process of
orientating and positioning themselves for the future. For the students, the collaboration with
the young people is interesting because, although they themselves are still on their way and
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still have many questions, they learn how many situations they have already solved. They
are not just learners, now they are role models and explanatory, more experienced
collaborators.

Together and through joint action we explored answers to the questions: Where are places
for youth culture in Neuperlach? What qualities do they have? and What happens when
space and performance are designed together? Does the space become different if you
consciously allow fiction? In an activist way of working artistic performance and structural
spatial changes were designed largely simultaneously. There was no division between
people that developed films, performances, etc. and people that built and designed, but
rather everyone drove everything forward as far as possible. Places of youth culture have
been developed while youth culture was being created.

Over the course of the NEB action, PEARL Cultural Places for Young People consisted of
various parts. In the first year there were several temporary interventions, FeedBack
Neuperlach and Ciné Vélo Cité were created. In the second year, CHILLspORT was realised
as intervention that will remain in Neuperlach permanently. It was our conscious decision to
approach the students with ideas that could be further developed in collaboration with the
young people. This immediately led to joint action and negotiation. The ideas emerged from
our preliminary research and also through discussions with the artists we worked with. In the
first year, the field of theatrical action was very broadly expanded with radio play sequences
and film productions. In the second year, we wanted to create space, performance and fiction
together with the construction of CHILLspORT and the parallel creation of a performance on
CHILLSpORT.

Meanwhile, Miinchner Kammerspiele had found space in the rooms of former Allianz
insurance company in Neuperlach, which were temporarily used as a "shaere". This space
was designed as the theatre-laboratory. It was used as a venue for all parts of the NEB
action when we were not out and about in the city. For collaboration it was very beneficial to
leave the familiar context and have a working space.

3.3.1! Idea

Architecture students at Munich University of Applied Sciences have designed and built a
mobile cinema on a cargo bike with a trailer in dialogue with young people from Neuperlach.
In the summer of 2023, the mobile bicycle cinema and film lab launched its first screenings in
Neuperlach, which continue to this day.

The Ciné Vélo Cite (Cinema Bicycle City/fast cinema) produces and shows films about the
district and its themes directly on site. Short films and small video experiments were created
in film workshops with teenagers and young adults from Neuperlach, as well as artists and
architecture students. These were screened at various locations in Neuperlach using the
mobile bicycle cinema.

This part of the NEB action was developed together with pupils from class 8b, Maria
Gerteisz, Wilhelm-Rontgen-Realschule, master students from Munich University of Applied
Sciences, the artist and filmmaker Patrik Thomas, who had extensive experience in
community film making and had already offered film workshops in Neuperlach, and the set
and costume designer Janina Sieber. It was present in Neuperlach in summer 2023 and
2024 with film productions and screenings. Ciné Vélo Cité was also supported by the Urban
Development Fonds for small Neighbourhood Projects!Neuperlach (Verfligungsfonds der
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Stadtebauforderung Neuperlach) and will remain active in Neuperlach and Munich beyond

Ciné Vélo Cité uses all the powers of theatre and film:

It creates new (temporary) situations of encounter and interaction within the neighbourhood.
Places that have been overlooked so far can be changed into new venues for screening.
Also, existing qualities of places can be enhanced and further developed.

The community-filmmaking - practised in the film workshops - offers the chance to change
the perspective on the neighbourhood and to look at it from a new perspective. It addresses
urban issues and themes relevant to the local people.

Beyond that to work on own narratives cinematically and to be able to watch yourself on a
big screen can contribute to a deep emotional link to places and to the identification with your
neighbourhood. This way filmmaking becomes a tool of empowerment.

3.3.2! Development

The development of the bicycle cinema - Ciné Vélo Cité - took over a year and was divided
into three phases: I. qualities of the cinema / films by young people, 1l. design and
construction of the bicycle cinema, Ill. film production with young people. Phases Il and Il
overlapped.

I. Qualities of cinema / films of the young people

In autumn 2023, we began to explore the basics and exchange ideas with students. Using
several examples, the students looked at how cities and districts are represented in film and
from which perspective they are shown, got to know Neuperlach, visited meeting places for
young people, tested them as possible locations for a temporary open-air cinema and
worked together with pupils in three three-hour workshops. The first workshop was about
which films are popular amongst pupils, where they are set and how the locations relate to
the pupils' lives. The pupils presented their favourite films using trailers, which we discussed.

The second workshop dealt very specifically with the improvised bicycle cinema. The pupils
worked with the students in a model-making workshop to design different versions of a
bicycle cinema. They also looked at what is important to young people in a cinema: being
able to sit comfortably in different positions, the curtain in front of the screen, popcorn and
even Wi-Fi.

The results from the model-making workshop were further developed by the students into
initial design ideas for the bicycle cinema and these were shown in film montages at various
locations in Neuperlach. In the third workshop, the design ideas for the bicycle cinema and
possible venues were discussed with the pupils. In this way, the pupils' ideas for the cinema
were collected and became the basis for the design of the cinema.

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II. Design and construction of the cinema

The course with students began in mid-March 2023 with the specific aim of designing a
cinema that can be transported on a cargo bike with a trailer. Basis were the design-ideas
and information previously gathered and developed with pupils and students. After a short,
playful introduction to the topic, it became clear very quickly that technical factors have a
major influence on the design. In addition to the obvious limitation of the components in size
to fit on the trailer and a limited budget, weight was a decisive factor.

The many ideas had to be combined into an efficient form, which then had to be realized as
easily as possible with the means available for self-construction. Different groups of students
took responsibility for various components of the cinema. The logic of saving weight gave
rise to the idea of using dunnage bags for the seating, which can be inflated on site, used as
comfortable seat cushions to allow different seating positions or connected with nets to form
seating landscapes. They have to be inflated with a accumulator-powered blower.

We purchased the chassis of the trailer for the cargo bike from a company, as it is very
difficult or even impossible to build reliably stable structures for the dynamic loads. Also,
dynamic forces led to the idea to build the substructure on the trailer from as few individual
parts as possible. It consists of CNC-milled frames made of multiplex boards, which are
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connected with bolts and nuts. Screws can be tightened and, in extreme cases, broken parts
can be replaced. As the university's own milling machine was 10 cm too short and we did not
want to cut the parts into pieces for structural reasons, we hired a company to mill the
substructure. The cladding of horizontal and sloping surfaces is made of 4 mm concrete
formwork panels suitable for outdoor use, which were reinforced on the long sides with
aluminium brackets. To save even more weight, the vertical side claddings are made of
aluminium dibond panels. The substructure has wooden retaining strips into which euro-
boxes can be inserted, in which the many individual parts required for the cinema and

the film laboratory can be stored.

Stainless steel frames on the short sides of the trailer can be folded up and extended. They
are held together with ropes and simple knotted connections. The same ropes also hold the
sloping side walls in a horizontal position when the cinema is set up, creating a bar. A ruched
sunshade above the bar, which can be extended further using ropes, takes up the idea of the
curtain in front of the screen.

In fact, the structural realisation of the screen was also a major challenge. As large as
possible (3.60m x 2.03 m), it offers a big surface area for wind to attack and even medium
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gusts cause significant horizontal forces on the structure. The problem was solved with a
structure, which is able to connect to other robust elements existing on site (tree, lamppost,
house wall, etc.). The structure for the screen offers various points of connection to react to
different site conditions. The screen consists of a canvas fabric into which aluminium tubes
are pushed, some of which are connected via tube clamps. Vertical tubes can be erected or
fixed with ground anchors. In many places, the structure can be connected with ropes to
various permanent structures available on site.

In addition to the weight of the cinema structure, there is the weight of the film

equipment (projector, cables, speakers and an accumulator). Small solar panels can be
carried along, but as it is dark during the film screening, an accumulator is required. If one
wanted to produce energy during the screening to operate the projector, the pedals of
several bicycles must be pedalled continuously and powerfully also additional holders and
cables for the bicycles would have to be carried. It would be nice to have this facility
additional but within the limitation of one cargo bike with trailer this was not possible to
realize. Also, Popcorn must be prepared in advance.

Since everything interlockes in a very small space the construction had to be carried out with
great precision. Therefore, we decided not to build together with the pupils. They had their
say in the joint film production.

The material costs were not covered by the NEBourhoods budget but by additionally

acquired funds from the Urban Development Fonds for small Neighbourhood Projects!

lI. Film production with young people

Neuperlach 2030 created visions of the future for Neuperlach. In three compact workshops of
three hours each, pupils and students conceived, elaborated and filmed their ideas. Five
groups, each consisting of 4-5 students and 5-6 pupils, worked on one short film of 5-10
minutes.

After a discussion about possible visions for the future of the district, film ideas were
developed in the first workshop and a storyboard was started. The students then developed
the story further and discussed it with the pupils at the next workshop. In the second
workshop the theatre lab was transformed into a large dressing room and make-up room and
possible film locations were discussed, visited and the first scenes were shot. The third
workshop was similar to the second. All the scenes required for the film were shot in the
workshops. The students then edited and completed the films. Many of the students were
present at the premiere and especially at the screening on the St Jakobus pedestrian bridge.
The students recorded their impressions of each workshop in short protocols.

The films

LOOP 83

LOOP 83is about five young people from Neuperlach. A chance discovery confronts them
with the choice between money and morality. Financial problems and the desire to belong
trigger a series of criminal deals that promise a better life. For a while everything runs
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smoothly and easily, but then the tide turns. Their actions have consequences. Can they
escape the vicious circle and regain their freedom?

Find New Pearls

The youth culture in Neuperlach is highlighted in three short films. The films are shot in Wes
Anderson style, a trend that can be found on TikTok with around 1.5 trillion views. All shot in
retro style, the protagonists struggle with the planned satellite city, visiting well-known
locations such as the PeP, the Marx Centre and the Sudermann Centre, but also climbing
into underground car park shafts and making their way through narrow footpaths. They
adhere to predetermined rules and show what the places could become if they were used
differently.

Freedom

What will life look like in 2030? An ordinary subway ride becomes a journey through time and
gives us glimpses into the future. How different life can be depends on us in the end. In the
immensity of choices our future is awaiting.
